Places and premises closed to the public
(a) Any place or premises normally open to the public where religious, sporting, cultural, entertainment, recreational, exhibitional, organisational or similar activities may take place;
(b) any place or premises normally open to the public where goods other than essential goods are procured, acquired, disposed of or sold;
(c) any places or premises normally open to the public such as:
(i) parks, beaches and swimming pools
(ii) flea markets 
(iii) open air food markets
(iiiA)	restaurants (added on https://www.gov.za/sites/default/files/gcis_document/202003/43168reg11067gon419.pdf 26 March)
(iv) fetes and bazaars
(v) night clubs
(vi) casinos
(vii) hotels, lodges and guest houses, except to the extent that they are required for remaining tourists confined to them
(viii) private and public game reserves, except to the extent that they are required for remaining tourists confined to them
(ix)  holiday resorts, except to the extent that they are required for remaining tourists confined to them
(x) on-consumption premises, including taverns, shebeens and shisanyama where liquor is sold
(xi) off-consumption premises, including bottle stores, where liquor is sold
(xii) off-consumption areas in supermarkets where liquor is sold
(xiii) theatres and cinemas
(xiv) shopping malls and centres (excluding grocery stores and pharmacies)
(xv) taxi ranks, bus depots, train stations and airports
(xvi) retailers and wholesalers dealing in non-essential goods
(d) any other place or premises determined by the Cabinet member responsible for cooperative governance and traditional affairs by direction in the Gazette.
